ñNuclear energy is the only large-scale, cost-effective energy source that can reduce these 
[CO2] emissions while continuing to satisfy a growing demand for power.  And these 

days it can do so safely.ò

ñWhat nobody noticed at the time, though, was that Three Mile Island was in fact a success 
story:  The concrete containment structure did just what it was designed to do ïprevent 
radiation from escaping into the environment.  Andé there was no injury or death 

among nuclear workers or nearby residentsò

ñChernobyl was an accident waiting to happen.  This early model of Soviet reactor had no 
containment vessel, was an inherently bad design and its operators literally blew it up.ò

ñNuclear energyé is in fact one of the least expensive energy sources.  In 2004, the average 
cost of producing nuclear energy in the United States was less than two cents per 

kilowatt-hour, comparable with coal and hydroelectric.ò
